   Thomas Yarboro, a member of Troop 7 from
Goldsboro, did just that this past summer.  He,
along with his father, Tom Yarboro, attended
the 21st World Scout Jamboree in the United
Kingdom. The event, which is held every four
years, brought together more than 40,000
Scouts and volunteers from around the world
for 13 days of friendship.
   Scouts from 158 nations participated.
Groups came from countries such as France,
Germany, Brazil, Sudan, Turkey and Kuwait.
Unlike the American Scouts, many of the
other groups were co-ed.
   American Scouts stood out in other ways as
well.  The other Scouts were riveted by the
flag raising ceremonies performed by
Yarboro’s group.
   “Other countries don’t hold their flags in
such high regard,” he explained. “They were
watching us do it in full uniform every
morning and every evening.”
    It was easy to have an international
audience for the flag raising. All of Scouts
encamped together on the grounds of a
historic English estate.
    “To our left were groups from Germany and
Korea, on our right were France and Norway,
behind us were Hong Kong, Russia and Saudi
Arabia,” explained Yarboro. “And across the
lawn were Sweden, Peru, Sri Lanka and West
Essex of the United Kingdom.”

   The close proximity also aided in the
development of friendships.
   “The best part of the experience was
meeting these kids from almost every country
in the world,” said Yarboro.  “Everyone spoke
English. We talked about how we live our
lives and things like school and music. You
would have expected us to be quite different,
and yet we were all very similar.”
    One area of difference involved the foods
the Scouts enjoyed. The Scouts were asked
to prepare their own regional dish to share
during a block party. A troop from France
prepared escargot. An English troop baked
fruitcake. The Icelandic Scouts shared
chocolates. The Korean troop brewed green
tea.
    “We wanted to cook barbecue, but it would
have been a bit tough to transport a pig over
the Atlantic,” said Yarboro with a smile. “We
decided to do cheese grits and sweet tea. We
made one pot of grits, and people thought it
was okay. We ended up making about nine
pots of sweet tea because people loved it. It
was a sensation.”
  Despite a few recipe and cultural
dif ferences, the Scouts formed strong
relationships that benefitted not only
themselves but the community as well.  The
Jamboree allowed them to participate in
different activities each day that included
physical adventures, cultural immersions,
new technologies and community service.
Yarboro’s group was teamed with Scouts from
Croatia to build a split rail fence to protect
endangered plants.

    Jamboree was a whirlwind experience for
all the Scouts. In addition to making
international friends, the young men and
women had the opportunity to see world
dignitaries such as His Majesty King Gustaf
XVI of Sweden, the honorary president of
the World Scout Foundation,  and Prince
William of the United Kingdom.
   The memories of Jamboree are something
that Yarboro will carry with him forever. He
still stays in touch with his international
friends via Facebook, a social networking
Web site, and e-mail.
   “It was the most fun I had in my life,” he
said.
  Others from Tuscarora Council also
participated in the World Jamboree. They include
Will and Daniel Hinnant of Troop 77 and  Mark
and Peter Hughes from Troop 47. Doug and Josh
Lamb of Troop 47 attended as visitors.

  Hiking in Linville Gorge Wilderness
is not for wimps. With 13 of its 17 hiking
trails designated as “most difficult,” this
section of western North Carolina’s Pisgah
National Forest can test even the most
experienced of outdoor enthusiasts. The
terrain is extremely rugged with numerous
rock formations. The challenging trails
require a high degree of skill to travel – there
is no graded tread, routes are not always
discernible, and the grades are incredibly
steep.
   It was the perfect place for Troop  63 to
spend a weekend in July.
    The trip was scheduled to prepare the
group for a visit to Philmont Scout Ranch
during summer 2008. Philmont, located in

the New Mexico wilderness, is the Boy Scouts
of America’s high-adventure base.
  “I once heard another Scoutmaster say you
should hike Philmont’s trails to get ready for
Linville Gorge,” said Rodney Cabe with a
laugh. Cabe is  the assistant Scoutmaster who
helped lead the group through the gorge. They
were joined by fellow Scouters from Wilson,
North Carolina.
   “We’ve been doing a lot to prepare for
Philmont,” explained Cabe. “Hiking,
backpacking, orienteering.  I thought my guys
were up to the challenge.’’
   During the first day of the adventure, the
young men and leaders began their decent
into the gorge down a 1.5 mile trail. The
elevation changed 1,800 feet on that hike

alone. Each hiker carried a 40 lb. pack
filled with food, water and the gear he’d
need for the weekend. That gear included
a roll of duct tape.  When a leader’s hiking
boots came apart during the middle of the
hike, the ever-handy tape was used to
repair the battered sole.
   The group set up camp at the bottom of
the trail. They resumed their  trek the next
morning, but progress was slow.
  “We were literally climbing down over
tree roots and rocks,” said Cabe.
   The hardship was worthwhile. When
the hikers set up camp Saturday evening,
they had a chance to enjoy the scenic
Linville River. Their camp was near a
pooled section of the river that was
bordered by a natural rock slide. After a
day in the hot sun and rugged terrain,
swimming in the cool, refreshing water
was a welcome relief.
   The next morning, the hikers began
their ascent out of the gorge.  Three adults
began the trek that climbed 1,600 feet up.
They were followed by the young men. A
second group of adults brought up the rear.
The upward climb took almost 90
minutes.
   In all, the hikers covered about six miles
during the weekend.
   The troop plans several other hikes this
year to continue to prepare for the
Philmont trip. Other planned hikes
include the Appalachian Trail on the
North Carolina-Georgia border, the Eno
River near Durham, and Rockfish Gap in
the Blue Ridge Mountains.  The hikes are
helping the Scouts and leaders build
stamina and improve their wilderness
skills.
   “There is so much to see and enjoy at
Philmont,” explained Cabe.  “We want
everything to be second nature when
they get there. “

Second Nature

Thanks to Doug Lamb, hundreds of
Scout parents could rest easy while their
sons were at Camp Tuscarora.
   Lamb, a physician’s assistant from
Beulaville, has volunteered his time to
teach first aid and offer medical treatment
at numerous Tuscarora camping events.
He’s seen everything from poison ivy
rashes to wood-caused gashes. He’s
stitched up numerous cuts and set quite a
few splints and slings.
   “If I can treat it, I’ll do it,” he explained.
“Otherwise, we’re off to spend hours in
the emergency room, and the kid misses
out. I can do the simple stuff, and they can
camp and have fun.”
   Lamb has spent more than 30 years in
Scouting. As a youth, he began as a Cub
Scout and attained the rank of Eagle.
During his pre-children days, he served as
an assistant Scoutmaster and also served
on medical staff at Philmont.

   Lamb continues his involvement with
Scouting alongside his sons Josh (age 11),
Ian (age 8) and Eli (age 6).  As his boys have
grown, his involvement with local packs and
troops has also grown.
   He currently serves as Scoutmaster for
Troop 47 in Beulaville and Webelos  leader
for Pack 47. He recently ‘retired’ from the
role of Cubmaster.
   Although Lamb enjoyed his time in
Scouting as a youth, he relishes his role in
leadership.
   “I have more fun as an adult leader. I get to
go hang out and have a good time,” he said.
“I’m truly there to have fun with my kids.”
    Doug Lamb serves patients at Christian
Medical Center in Beulaville, NC. In addition
to his role with his sons’ units, he also serves
as the training chairman for Coharie District
and coordinator of the district’s monthly
roundtable meetings.

Be Prepared For a Safe Hike
Troop 63 made many preparations for their trip to Linville Gorge. Those plans included:

Positioning of Vehicles for Emergencies  – Before the hike, leaders left vehicles near various
trail heads on a road adjacent to the trail. Although their hike took them through remote and
steep terrain, hikers would be able to reach the vehicles if needed.

Following Bear Procedures – Bears are natural inhabitants of both Linville Gorge and
Philmont.  The hikers followed steps to maintain safety in these animals’ natural habitats.
For example, gear had to be stowed in special “bear bags” that were hoisted high in trees
during campouts.  Bear-attracting items such as soap and deodorant were not permitted.

Getting in Shape – The busy activities of the Scouts did a great deal to help them
prepare physically for the trip. However, the adult leaders had to work a little harder.
The leaders prepared themselves with activities such as daily walks, strength training,
working outside, running and boxing.

A Closer Look: The First Aid Merit Badge
       First aid—caring for injured or ill persons until they can receive professional medical care—is
an important skill for every Scout. With some knowledge of first aid, a Scout can provide immediate
care and help to someone who is hurt or who becomes ill. First aid can help prevent infection and
serious loss of blood. It could even save a limb or a life.
    Scouts pursuing this badge must meet several requirements that include: preparing a first aid kit
for the home, properly performing the technique for cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR), knowing
how to handle broken bones, and knowing the symptoms and procedures for medical emergencies
such as dehydration, hypothermia, convulsions and burns.
