General Information

Medical Forms (from National Camp Standard #M20)

Every Scout and adult must complete an Annual Health and Medical Recmr to camp.
This form requires a physical examination by a physieighin the past 12 months There are three
parts to the BSA Health and Medical Record (A, B, and C). Eaoht&nd adulmust have all
three parts completed for their medical record.  Military physicals and athletic atgls are
acceptable. Anyone arriving at camp without the proper medicaldigmed by a physician as stated
above will not be allowed to participate in camp programs.

Medical Treatments and Medication

An emergency medical technician is on duty at all times and sigéuy is on call 24 hours a day.
Every Scout and adult must have an annual health history form complebedtqprcamp. All
treatments are given at the health lodge except in an emergdhayjuries and illnesses, minor or
severe are to be taken to the health lodge. Serious injuries ss@heust be reported immediately to
the camp director. If a scout becomes sick (cold, flu, virus, ete.yyilwask that he be sent home, to
prevent others from becoming sick.

The camp medical technician will collect all medications during check-in anchetenithem
appropriately at the health lodge. Exceptions must have prior approval of the medic@iaac All
youth medications must be accompanied by written permission from a parent or led@gua

Insurance

Camp fees do not include accident and health coverage. Packs should raverthiesurance and
provide their certificate of insurance upon arrival at camp. If yaok does not have insurance or
cannot provide proof of coverage upon arrival at camp you will incur anauditharge of $6.00 per
Scout. If your pack does not have unit insurance, please contact the ¢mapdr to arriving and
we will assist you in signing up for the recommended supplemental coverage.

Activity Control Form and Waiver

Every Scout must have an activity control form filled out by the Se@atrent or guardian. This form
is made available so parents or guardians can select which dbtdratzardous activities their minor
child will be allowed to participate in. All Scouts must wearekaad elbow protection. All Scouts are
required to wear a helmet when participating in skateboarding, BhiXganeral bicycle use around
camp. Scouts who attend without this signed form will not be allowed to participate ctithiges.

Den Chiefs and Siblings

If a pack has a Den Chief or sibling in camp, a $45.00 fee will rgetia Please be aware that the fee
charged is for food and insurance; this does not include craft supmsiusng the activity sessions.
Those materials are for Scouts only. Please note that a Dehdoks not qualify as an adult leader to
accompany Scouts to each of their activity areas. A regist&og Scout age 13 years or older can
become a Den Chief.



Check-In

Rules and Safety Information

Personal Tents
Any Personal tents pitched at camp must be marked with “NO FLAME TENT”. This is a
national policy that must be adhered to.

Firearms and Liquid Fuels
Personal firearms and fireworks are strictly prohibited. Liquid famlterns/stoves are restricted to
adult use only. They are not allowed in tents under any circumstances.

Smoking and Alcohol

The use of any tobacco product by a youth is prohibited. Adults are proHieitedsmoking in any
location where they can be observed by youth. A smoking area for adlyltss provided directly
behind the camp trading post. The use of alcoholic beverages and/orledrdutistances at camp is
prohibited.

Trucks, Trailers, and Campers
The beds of a truck or a trailer must never be used for carrying youth. Trailer typersamd
R/V's are not allowed in camp.

General Cleanliness and Sanitation

A Scout is clean. Showers and toilets are available to scoutseaddrs. These facilities must be
cleaned by the scouts and leaders while at camp. It is bgsptt@lean after each use to prevent a
large cleaning time. Trash bags are provided and regular ti@dshigs will be made. Your pack can

get additional cleaning supplies from Headquarters or the Trading Post.

Scouts Leaving Camp Property

Campers are not to leave camp during the camping period withoutptwralpof their leader and the
Camp Director or Program Director. In cases of emergensgni@r staff member will accompany
the Scout to established medical treatment centers, or approvembttatisn as may be determined in
agreement with the leader. With prior approval of parents anckdderl, a Scout may leave camp
with a responsible adult, but he must check out and back in with the ctiogp oAny Scout leaving
with his parent must also be checked out at the camp office, regmmll the circumstance. In the
event that one parent has court approved custody of a Scout the cangr dngstt be informed in
writing during check-in of any restrictions on leaving camp with anyher than the court approved
guardian or parent.

Leaders Leaving Camp
Leaders who must leave camp for any reason must advise the ChogpaDthe time of departure and
return. A check-out sheet is available. Two-deep adult leadership must be maintalhtches.

Vehicles in Camp

All vehicles are to be parked in the camp parking area. Pack equipraiéers can be towed to and
left in the campsite. Towing vehicles must be returned to therdasi parking area immediately. No
vehicles will be allowed in campsites. Only clearly markachg service vehicles are allowed to
travel camp roads. Under no circumstances should passengers heeback of pick-up trucks or

trailers!



Bicycles

Personal bicycles are allowed at campHelmets are required at all times with no exceptions
Riders must be courteous to walkers. Walkers always havedtfiteofi way especially on trails.
Bicycles are not allowed on the main camp road from the fronttgdkes headquarters building nor in
the parking lot where cars can be moving. To reach the firstgegper area bikers are to ride across
the large field between BMX and the rappelling tower. Aftekdaicycles are not to be ridden and
must be walked back to campsites. It is the responsibilityl @dalt leaders to insure Scouts are
courteous and follow these directions. Remember, the use of aebacyclamp by an individual is a
privilege which if abused will be revoked.

Skateboarding

Helmets must be worn at all times with no exceptions. Knee and elbow pads must be Wtimest. a
Adult supervision will be provided in compliance with safety guidelines. Levels foeelefr
difficulty will be assigned, and Scouts must respect and follow all directions asdofuthe adult
supervisor.

Valuables
Each pack should provide adequate protection for its valuables. A foot leakerlock is
recommended. The Tuscarora Council is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Diversity Policy

The Tuscarora Council has a zero tolerance for scouts or leadérdot not treat other scouts and
leaders by the Cub Scout Twelve Core Values, Scout Oath, and Laws $waasit be on guard to
always be aware of actions or behavior which might cause others to be hurt by words or deeds.
Adult Unit Leaders are responsible for making sure that this policy is follonatdSxtouting events.



Emergency Procedures

To ensure proper care and protection is provided to our youth and adults, the following emergency
procedures are compulsory:

An [-Warn text pager will be issued to the primary leader of each Pack and must be kept on
their person at all times for immediate communications and notifications.

Emergency procedures will be reviewed at the first leaders meeting alitnglternative
instructions and options for extreme situations.

Camp emergencies include tornado, tornado warning, severe weather, lost campehdost ba
or other serious situation as deemed by the Camp Director.

In the event of an emergency the camp director will issue each primary leader an
“EMERGENCY IN THE CAMP " text page, broadcast the camp emergency notice on the
p/a and ring the camp emergency bell whereby all youth and adults are required teagsem
the amphitheater without exception and remain until dismissed by the Camp Director.

Leaders will group their youth and adults and give an accurate accounting when called.
In the event of high winds or a tornado, all youth will lay flat on the ground at the base of the

amphitheater benches for protection. Larger youth and adults will position themsedvies ne
the younger children to assist and calm them.
